Elven Drinks 

Three Moons Cabernet Sauvignon  (13. 5%   abv )  

For the Night Elves, this luscious, complex wine exemplifies the unique characteristics from 

each of the three regions where the grapes were sourced – Italy, California, and Australia. 

With flavors of red currants, strawberry jam, blackberry and vanilla, this Cabernet Sauvignon 

is a bold, yet approachable wine with soft tannins and a long, spicy finish. 

 

Pink Pino Grigio (12%   abv )  

For the High Elves, this Pinot Grigio is tickled pink with light floral and tropical fruit aromas 

and notes of juicy strawberry and rhubarb. Semi-dry and crisp, this fresh rosé is ready for  

refined summer sipping. 

 

New World Mead (16. 5%   abv )  

For the Wood Elves, a must of fresh pressed and flash pasteurized apple cider was ferment-

ed dry along with orange blossom honey, lemons, Saigon cinnamon, and cloves. This dry 

cyser presents honey florals follow by a respectable spiced heat and lingering notes apple. 

 

Dwarven Drink 

Dwarven Stout  (10. 5%   abv )  

Beware the dragon that lurks in the inky shadows of this potent ale. On the surface, this 

Bourbon Barrel Imperial Stout exhibits a facade of chocolate, coffee, and an approachable 

roast. But as you delve deeper into the lair you will discover a tremendous hoard of sweet 

bourbon, rich oak, and smooth notes of opulent vanilla.

Gnomish Drink 

Gnomish Root Beer  (alcohol free )  

Procured bottled root beer is a traditional brew that is alcohol free, caffeine free, and gluten 

free. This vanilla forward sugary beverage keeps rambunctious little gnomes levelheaded.  

 

Drinks of Man 

Innkeeper Ale  (5. 5%   abv )  

For the men of the northern plains, a wonderfully well-balanced dram of classic strong pale 

ale with spicy, herbal, and English biscuit flavors. Fermented with West Yorkshire yeast this 

ale presents chewy malt flavors with flashes of clean citrus for a refreshing finish. 

 

Blue Loon Wheat Ale  (5%   abv )  

For the men of the southern plains, an easy drinking wheat ale. This ale is complimented by 

sweet orange peel and citrusy coriander that swim together without being overly assertive. 

The deep golden and slightly hazy appearance combined with citrusy flavors will bring  

recollections of sunny days and moonlit nights. 

 

The One Drink 

???  Wine  (17%   abv )  

After the fall, some things that should not have been forgotten were lost. History became leg-

end. Legend became myth. But there are those that believe a precious drink still exists. In 

hushed voices they speak of a drink with rich, intense fruit flavor and aromas.  A precious  

dessert wine rounded by notes of cherry and plum, supported by a racy zing of bright rasp-

berry. Perfumed and gently tart with luscious liquid chocolate, beguiling with dark, bitter-

sweet aromas of oaky vanilla.
